Towards these ends, we have donated thousands of books to the Cuban people since 2000. In our most recent project, we are sending a bookmobile (holding 5,000 volumes on beautiful custom-built wooden shelving) to the outlying provincial library of Granma, Cuba in July, 2008. In this way, Granma can expand its community outreach service and programming to smaller cities, villages, and schools across the region.
